PROTOCOL FOR IMPLEMENTING PROMPT: Fall


Part One (15-20 minutes total)

1.  Look at image with students.  (Project and/or pass out copies of image to students.)  Facilitate a class discussion by asking the following questions:

· What happened/is happening, or going on in this picture? 

· What do you see that makes you say that?

· What else can you find?

2. Next say to the students...“Have you ever come across an old photograph and wondered who the people in the picture were, or what was going on when the picture was taken?  Imagine that you were rummaging through a box of photos and came across this image.  You are going to make up your own story about who these people are and what they are doing. “ 

3. To help you get started, we are going to complete a two minute brainstorm:  Quickly jot down at least 10 descriptive words or phrases that would help explain the moment in time pictured in the photograph.  Write list on the board. 

4. NOTE: students will not be doing any writing during this first part.  Use the large format image only with discussion.

Part Two (to be administered sometime after a break but during the same day – about 50 minutes)

5. Next, pass out prompt and student response sheets (planner and first draft paper).  Read prompt aloud. Make sure that students understand they can imagine some details (name of kids, name of location), as long as they stay focused on information relevant to the picture.

6. Read aloud and discuss what students are to do to check their work before turning it in (on the bottom of their response sheet). Make sure they understand expectations of the prompt.

7. Give students time to plan/write their piece (about 40 min.)

8. Allow students to share their work.

9. You or the student may choose to take this to a second draft stage.  However, the FIRST DRAFT is what should be scored as the constructed response task, using the grade level rubric.
